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Statute amending the Doctoral Regulations of the 
Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Information 

Technology at the Ruhr-Universität Bochum 
of February 14, 2017 

 

Based on Section 2 para. 4 in conjunction with Section 67 para. 3 and 4 of the Law on the 
Universities of the State of North Rhine-Westphalia (Higher Education Act - Hochschulgesetz 
- HG) of September 16, 2014 (Law and Ordinance Gazette NRW. p. 547), the Ruhr-Universität 
Bochum has issued the following amendment statutes: 

 

Article I 

The Doctoral Regulations of the Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Information Technology 
at the Ruhr- Universität Bochum of May 25, 2016 (official bulletin of the Ruhr-Universität 
Bochum No. 1157 of June 3, 2016) are amended as follows: 

In Section 16 “Obligatory copies and publication”, in paragraph 2 after points (a) and (b), with 
reference to both, the following is inserted: “within one year of the oral examination.” 

 

Article II 

This statute comes into force on the day after its publication in the official bulletins of the Ruhr-
Universität Bochum.
